Tips and Hints and Quotes 

 

 It's so frustrating to find your blocks are short in size. I find it 

worthwhile to make each part a bit larger, then square them to 

size after pressing. When the directions call for sewing two 2" 

strips together, I'll make my strips 2 -¼"...sew the seam, press, 

then slice & square up. I do the same with half square triangle 

blocks. Make a bit bigger, then trim.  

 Use light gray thread for just about all quilting as it blends in 

with all fabric. Connie refers to this colour as ñShades of Mouseò. 

To make things easy, pre -wind  bobbins several at a time so 

when you run out, all you have to do is pop in another. This saves 

lots of time.  

Sit directly in front of your line of sewing when sewing by ma-

chine. It will help to make your seams straight as an arrow
